First Aid and CPR Training

NOTE: First Aid and CPR are critical components of law enforcement basic training. If an agency elects not to have their
officer attend either First Aid or CPR training at KLETC, the agency assumes the responsibility for ensuring their officer is
adequately trained in this area.

Carrying Concealed Weapons Away from KLETC

Kansas law allows law enforcement officers (except those designated as auxiliary or reserve officers) to carry concealed
weapons during their off-duty time. A Kansas Attorney General's Opinion has interpreted Kansas' weapons law to allow officers to
also carry off-duty weapons outside their jurisdiction, but stresses that those officers may exercise their powers as officers only
within their jurisdiction.

The law draws no distinction between certified and non-certified officers. In other words, the law does not prohibit KLETC
student /officers from carrying weapons off-duty, away from the KLETC campus after class hours. While the KLETC staff strongly
believes that student officers should not carry concealed weapons away from our campus, we cannot prohibit it.
