e 100 rounds of force-on-force ammunition for
whichever weapon you have

¢ Weapon-mounted lights are strongly
recommended, otherwise a handheld flashlight

e Dry fire safety devices for rifle/pistol (chamber
flags, barrel blockers, etc))

e Clear eye protection

e Protective gear appropriate for force-on-force
training
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
